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Instructions to setup ZapitSMS for Lotus Notes 
 
1. Create an account with ZapitSMS by visiting http://www.zapitsms.net/ and clicking on 

“Create New Account”.   Once you have successfully created an account and 
received your username and password, open Domino Designer. 

 
2. Download the required files from 

http://www.zapitsms.net/lotus/download/ZapitSMSForLotus.zip and unzip 
them. 

 
3. Open the database which you would like to send SMS from (or download the 

sample one from 
http://www.zapitsms.com/lotus/download/ZapitSMSSample.nsf).

4. Create a new Agent (Create -> Design -> Agent…) and select “None” as the 

Target from the agent’s properties window (Edit -> Properties).

5. Select “Imported Java” from the drop down menu and press “Import Class

7. Select “ZapitSMS.jar” from the list and press “Add/Replace File(s)” and then 

click OK.

server as the database which you have created the ZapitSMS agent on (File -
> Database -> New Copy…).
